HIGHLIGHT:NATHA Partners with Census 2010

We 06 v & heard about the Census. We saw it on television, we hear d
about it on the radio, and, most recently, we received the 10 -
question questionnaire by mail.

What most people may not be aware of is the amount of community support and
activism that developed around encouraging local residents to fill out their forms
and submit them. Various community organizations and government entities, such
as the City of Pasadena Complete Count Committee, State Senator Carol L
Office, and NATHA, took active roles in the administration of community outreach
initiatives to spread awareness of the importance of the Census.

Why do we care? These survey results are critical to ensuring that vital government
resources come to our community. With this in mind, NATHA partnered with the
Census 2010 to train and employ youth Census outreach workers. We recruited
youth from our Youth Leadership Group, the Northwest Programs Youth
Ambassadors, Mentoring & Partnership for Youth Development, and Marshall
Fundamental ds Puente Club to perform this

Because of this work, NATHA is proud to say that our Census Tract, 4609, has
exceeded the Census 2000 6 s -im participation rate for this tract by 6% (from 69%
in 2000 to 75% in 2010). I n a-thgarticipation rat€ also
exceeded the rates for California and for the nation (CA-71%, USA-72%, 4609-75%).
